Artist Description Frederick Stanley Haines (1879- 1960 CAD) P.R.C.A,, P.O.S.A.,
C.S.PW.C., C.P.E., Fred Haines was born in Meaford, Ontario. He studied at the Central
Ontario School of Art under George A. Reid, the Ontario School of Art and at the
Academie Royale des Beaux arts in Antwerp. He painted with J.W. Beatty, J.E.H.
MacDonald and was mentor to his cousin Franklin Carmichael. Haines was a very
accomplished printmaking in etching and aquatint as well as his creative stain glass.
